Packaging & Coverage:

Each b-gallon package contains: Premeasured base resin in a 1-gallon can.
Premeasured curing agent in a 1-quart can. 25 pounds blended aggregate.
One kit yields approximately 12 square feet at a thickness of 1/4-inch.

INSTALLATION

“Surface Preparation:

Concrete surfaces must be clean and sound. Remove all dust, laitance,
grease, wax, curing compounds and other bond inhibiting contaminants by
shot blasting, scarification or other approved mechanical methods.

Mixing:

Temperature of material should be the same as ambient air temperature at
time of mixing for best application properties. Pour entire contents of Part
B (quart can) into Part A (gallon can). Mix for 3 minutes by hand or 2
minutes with mechanical agitation. Pour mixed epoxy material into pail of
blended aggregate. Mix until all aggregate has been evenly coated,
working the sides and bottom of the pail to insure a uniform blend.

Application:

Priming will normally not be necessary due to the rich nature of the blended
material. Place the mixed epoxy mortar with hand trowel or screed. Finish
with a hand trowel, but do not overwork. Ambient air and surface
temperature will effect both the pot life and cure times of installed material.
As a rule of thumb, mixed material should be placed and finished within
10-15 minutes of mixing.
